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is characterized by an individual approach
to students, as well as a special flexibility,
which is manifested in the ability to choose
and develop the author’s style. The AFAD
Art Glass Studio offers training at the
educational levels of the Bachelor and the
Master, the curricula of which differ in terms
of their ultimate goals.

During the Bachelor’s studies, students
learn the theoretical and practical aspects
of all basic types of glass processing, such
as grinding, glass foundry technique, met-
allurgical glass processing, etc. Also, this
educational level is characterized by close
cooperation of future artists and teachers,
who, in turn, emphasize the relationship of
philosophical concepts and technologies in
each semester work.

Students learn to develop applied works
and projects for use in mass production, in
particular, in glass factories and as a part
of the architectural solution for interiors and
exteriors. The cooperation of a young ap-
prentice with an expert (master or technol-
ogist) is important for the implementation of
tasks at the production site. When perform-
ing assignments related to fine "free" art,

At the Master’s educational level, a student
may continue training in the chosen field,
applied or fine art glass. The curriculum of
Fine Art Glass is based on the conceptual
component of creativity. It promotes open-
ness to experimentation, the use of various
current trends, both artistic and non-artistic,
as well as media.

The curriculum of Applied Art of Art Glass is
aimed at improving skills in creating applied
works. The curriculum includes direct work
with projects for specific glassworks with

a specific design, marketing strategy, and
business goals. Its advantage is that a
student may include the final product of

its work into his/her portfolio. In brief, the
master’s program aims at training a skilled
expert in the field of art glass design, as
well as fine arts and crafts.

The studio of art glass creates favorable
conditions for the development of creative
personalities. We promote the encourage-
ment of individual searches of students,
which allow intellectual rethinking of the
tasks. The creative successes of the grad-
uates, who represent the AFAD Art Glass
Studio both in the Slovak art arena and
abroad, motivate us to improve our educa-
tional activities continuously.
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
