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In the second half of the 20th century, a self-
sustaining phenomenon emerged in the visual arts
that would later be characterized as the International
Studio Glass Movement. The main goal of the
founders and followers of this artistic phenomenon
was to use materials that had traditionally been
used for utilitarian purposes in industrial production
for creative expression in the backrooms of studio
workshops. One of the tools of institutional support
for the studio movement was conferences and
symposiums, which were mainly organized in
countries with developed artistic glass production.

The first All-Union Blown Glass Symposium in Lviv
was held in October 1989 on the initiative of Andriy
Bokotey. Already at that time, Marvin Lipofsky from
the United States, Jiri Shuhajek from the Czech
Republic, Mikko Merrikallio from Finland, and Janos
Jegenyes from Hungary joined the work, elevating the
event to an international level. Over the next 36 years,
13 symposiums were organized, attended by 280
artists from 34 countries, and the collection of works
includes about 600 unique original compositions.

The next, 13th International Blown Glass
Symposium in Lviv took place on October 5-15, 2025,
with the participation of nearly two dozen artists from
Bulgaria, Latvia, Lithuania, the Netherlands, New
Zealand, Poland, Romania, the United States, and

several dozen artists and amateurs from Ukraine. The
event was quite a challenge for the organizers, given
not only the economic factors and war conditions in
our country, but also the caution among foreigners
about traveling to Ukraine. Despite the refusal of
many regular participants of previous forums, a
representative group of artists decided to spend
ten days behind the scenes of the Lviv glassworks
and create a real celebration of fire, smoke, and the
pure, transparent energy of glass. Undoubtedly, the
symposium was given the necessary quality thanks
to the significant support of the Ukrainian Cultural
Foundation as part of a grant for the implementation
of the International exhibition project "World Glass for
Ukraine."

On the eve of the symbolic 13 International Blown
Glass Symposium in Lviv, a new workshop equipped
with the latest standards of studio glassblowing
was ready to welcome the first artists and masters.
Several foreign institutions and artists contributed
to its creation, raising funds and collecting materials
over several years. American Mark Ekstrand, a regular
participantin Lviv symposiums since 1998, is an artist
and engineer by vocation. Despite serious illness,
he worked in Lviv for almost two months with the
department team on the construction of new glass
heating and annealing furnaces.

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In 2023, Dutch artist Ed van Dijk created an
installation as part of the 10th International Glass
Festival in Luxembourg, the sale of which raised funds
for our new glassworks. In 2025, the artist donated
expensive equipment to the Academy to create a
new workshop for flameworking, which had not
existed since the Glass Art Department was founded
in 1964. This year, the artist created a composition
entitled "Our Leaders" at the Symposium, revealing
the baseness of people capable of killing millions.
His compatriot Harry Baptist performed a piece titled
"Tied and Tangled".

Latvian artist Anda Munkevica has been supporting
Ukrainians and our struggle for freedom in every
possible way since the first days of the russian
invasion. The artist was one of three participants in
the twelfth "military" symposium in October 2022.
This year, Anda Munkevica came to Lviv despite her
inner pain, leaving her terminally ill dog at home.
Unfortunately, her loyal friend of ten years did not
wait for her mistress to return, dying just four hours
later. This story will remain in our memories, along
with the work "Crossed Wings" in blue and yellow.

Each Lviv symposium is not only about artists
working at glass furnaces and exhibiting their results.
It is also an international scientific conference, the
premiere of Bogdan Braga's documentary film "Art
Born of Fire. Andriy Bokotey," the presentation of
Mykhailo Bokotey's monograph "Studio Glass in
Ukraine" published by ArtHuss, the awarding of the
Andriy Bokotey Prize for young glass artists, and
several exhibition projects filled the program of this
year's forum. Among the most notable events was an
exhibition by two renowned Polish artists, Mariusz
tabinski and Igor Wojcik, at the Glass Museum in Lviv.

noted at the opening of the exhibition: "Our peoples
and traditions are so close, but our glass art is so
different. We need to learn a lot from each other, thus
becoming even closer."

Aregular participant in symposiums and one of the
world's most famous glass artists, Remigijus Kriukas
(Lithuania), exhibited his composition "Eternal Love"
at the final exhibition. The ambiguous title may not
immediately reveal the artist's intention, but those
who are aware understand the kind of love intended.
Theinstallation consists of several dozen aesthetically
stylized flowers. It is a red field of flowers covered in
blood.

A large Bulgarian delegation attended the
symposium: Lachezar Dochev, Mariella Boteva,
and Elizar Milev. A devoted friend of Ukraine and an
artist with many years of experience participating in
various international projects, including symposiums
in Lviv, Lachezar Dochev presented the composition
"Starless".  This  monumental, technologically
fascinating sculpture will complement the Glass
Museum's permanent exhibition in Lviv.

The world-renowned Romanian artist loana Stelea
usually works in the conceptual plane. This is the
artist's first time participating in the Symposium in
Lviv, thereby expanding the symposium'’s participant
geography. "Memory Capsule" is a symbolic backpack
with open pockets where you can collect memories
— positive and otherwise. You can also collect funds,
which can later be used for good deeds.

Also participating in the Symposium for the first
time, but certainly not the last, was New Zealand
artist Bevan Taka, who spent most of his time dressed
in a Ukrainian embroidered shirt. Fascinated by our
culture, our art, and our humanity, the artist spent
every free minute at the kiln, helping professionals and
amateurs alike. There was no limit to the amazement

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at the master's virtuoso performance in creating glass
objects by hand.

But the most positive aspect for the participants,
guests, and even the Symposium organizers was
the presence of a group of veterans undergoing
rehabilitation at the "Unbroken" National
Rehabilitation Center. Despite ongoing treatment
for physical injuries, our heroes immediately joined
in shaping hot glass from the very first minutes of
their stay at the furnace. The hours spent together in
collaboration left an inexhaustible array of memories
and bright emotions: for the defenders, about the
magic of touching the red-hot glass mass; for us,
about the opportunity to at least somehow thank
those who stand up for our lives, freedom, and the
chance to create freely.

The result of the joint work of foreign Symposium
participants, Ukrainian artists, and veterans was
the installation "Above the Clouds" — the central
composition at the final exhibition in the halls of
the Andrey Sheptytsky National Museum in Lviv. The
exhibition included works by Ukrainian glassmakers
from Kyiv, Kharkiv, and Lviv.

If each Symposium were to
be characterized by a single slogan, then 1989 was
an experiment, 1992 was a celebration, 1998 was
poverty, 2007 was distance, 2019 was chic, 2022 was
tears, and 2025 was emotion.

Glass is warmth, energy, a medium for the
embodiment of our dreams and fantasies, our
partner and enemy at once. It does not tolerate
insincerity, dislikes abuse, and encourages perfection,
demanding purity and transparency. Glass unites!

The
competition entries are evaluated by a jury consisting of
renowned artists from Ukraine, the USA, Lithuania, and
China. Thejury is chaired by Viktor Sydorenko, President
of the National Academy of Arts of Ukraine. This year,
Evelina Tryncolyn won the competition and will receive
a two-month residency at the world-renowned Pilchuck
Glass School in the United States, travel expenses,
and a scholarship of $2,000. Vasyl Zaparnyuk was also
awarded a diploma from the National Academy of Arts of
Ukraine. Yulia Gadupyak received a two-week residency
at the studio of American artist Mark Extrand as a prize.
