The structure of the program involves 
mastering the main artistic methods with emphasis on specificity of
Christian sacred art.

The emphasis is on in-depth study of laws, rules and techniques of
Eastern Christian iconography, mastering the principles of icon 
painting, shaping of development of creative abilities for the ability 
to rethink icon painting tradition and cultivate aesthetic taste.

Features of the program Study of the history and the theory of sacred art, as well as 
techniques of icon painting. Besides auditorium classes, it also 
includes lectures in temples and museums of Lviv and other 
historical and cultural places of Ukraine. For a deeper assimilation of 
professionally oriented disciplines, the educational programs of the 
department provide for the implementation of icon-painting works 



directly in the temple environment.
Students are encouraged to participate in international academic 
mobility, exhibition activities, and icon-painting programs, as well
as in volunteer work.
