Features of the program Takes into account the topical specifics of the social professional 
industry activities for the protection and storage of historical and 
cultural heritage, where the restoration of works of art plays a key 
role as an interdisciplinary practical system of forming the integrity 
of knowledge, skills and abilities. Combination of the principles of 
humanitarian, socio-economic, special-scientific, artistic and special-
professional training. It should take into account the specificity of 
the combination of pedagogical principles of analytical (scientific) 
and intuitive (artistic) approaches to learning and upbringing. The 
purpose of the final cultivation is a universal specialist within a 
certain limit, who as a professional, is capable of fulfilling their
contemporary socio-professional purpose.
Intersectorality and interdisciplinarity of the specialty dictate the 
need for increasing the number of academic disciplines compared 
with others artistic specialties.
