The structure of the program involves 
mastering the main artistic methods with emphasis on specificity of
monumental sculpture.

The emphasis is on in-depth study of laws, rules and methods of 
construction of compositional, dimentional-spatial work and its 
inscription into architectural and spatial environment, development 
of creative abilities for the sake of the ability to rethink the natural 
form and cultivate aesthetic taste.

Features of the program Study of the laws of sculptural plastics and the construction of a 
three-dimensional work (sculpture, monument, memorial, etc.), as 
well insert them in the architectural environment., besides classroom 
classes, also provides lectures in Lviv museums and other historical 
and cultural places of Ukraine. For a deeper assimilation of 
professional-oriented disciplines, the study programs of the 
department envision performing sculptural works in architectural 
and landscape environment.
Students are encouraged to participate in international academic 
mobility, exhibition activities, sculpture symposiums, as well 
volunteer work.
